Postmuseum 1 Gamla stan 1 Stockholm, in-
vigt 1906, ar ett av virldens ledande museer
inom omradet posthistoria och filateli. Det
ir inrymt 1 en byggnad fran slutet av 1600-
talet som varit i Postverkets dgo sedan 1720.
Hir fanns Stockholms enda postkontor
fram till 1861. Museet har ett 30-tal anstillda.
Det ir organiserat i olika avdelningar:

Foremalsenheten har ca. 17.000 posthisto-
riska foremal samt 150.000 bilder, varav ca.
30.000 dr inskannade och visas Over inter-
net. Dessutom finns ca. tre miljoner frimir-
ken, brev och postblanketter i samlingarna.

Informations- och utstillningsenheten an-
svarar for extern information med mark-
nadsforing av museets verksamhet. Man har
ocksa ansvar for utstillningar, barn- och
ungdomsverksamhet, program, visningar
och undervisning.

Biblioteket ir ett av virldens storsta med
50.000 bocker och 200 aktuella tidskrifter.

Museibutiken siljer frimirken, samlartill-
behor, vykort, litteratur och presentartiklar.

Arsboken Postryttaren har givits ut av Post-
museum sedan 1950. Denna ir den s5:e ar-
gangen.

The Post Museum in ‘Gamla stan’ (Old
town) in Stockholm, which opened in 1906,
is one of the world’s leading museums in
the field of postal history and philately. It is
housed in a building dating from the 17th
century and owned by the Post Office con-
tinuously since it was acquired in 1720.
Until 1861, the building housed Stockholm’s
only post office. The Museum has about 30
employees. It is divided into several
departments:

The Postal Objects Dept. has approx.
17,000 items of postal history as well as
150,000 pictures, around 30,000 of which
have been scanned and can be seen on the
internet. In addition, the collection con-
tains about 3 million stamps, letters and
postal forms.

The Communication & Exhibition Dept.
is responsible for providing information to
the public and marketing the Museum’s ac-
tivities. It is also responsible for exhibitions,
activities for children and teenagers, pro-
grammes, guided tours and tuition.

The Library is one of the largest in the
world with 50,000 books and 200 current
periodicals and journals.

The Museum shop sells stamps, miscel-
laneous collectors” supplies, picture post-
cards, literature and gifts.
